See the harvesting of wind at one of 
two powerful windmill farms located in Fenner and Madison. Or drop your line in one of many great fishing spots.

Now you‟re off to Oneida County to discover canals, culture, culinary delights, and a casino! Fort Stanwix was the 
only Revolutionary War fort that never surrendered to the British, and a reconstructed earth and log fort is on the 

original 1758 location. The Erie Canal Village is an 1840's village on the site where the first shovel full of dirt was 
turned for the Erie Canal. Visit the tavern, ladies' millinery shop, church, carriage museum, canal museum and 

cheese museum, and then take a ride down the canal on a packet boat, just as they did over a century ago. One 
popular lunch stop is Beeches where you can enjoy a buffet luncheon in the foothills of the Adirondack Mountains, 

the hunters and fisherman‟s paradise, away from big city distractions. There is beauty inside and out at this 

English-Norman structure located on 52 lavishly landscaped acres. From there you‟ll want to visit the Fountain Elms, 
a restored 1850 house-museum and the ancestral home of the founders of Munson-Williams-Proctor Institute. Four 

period rooms contain the finest examples of Victorian furnishings and decor. The F.X. Matt Brewery tour begins in a 
Victorian-era hospitality center and journeys through the brewery past the ultra-fast bottling works and ends up in 

the 1888 Tavern. There you can sample a root beer or one of the Saranac or Utica Club beers. Are you feeling 

lucky? The Turning Stone Casino offers instant multi-game machines (Slotless Slots) and table games including 
blackjack, roulette, craps, mini-baccarat, chuck-a-luck, pai gow poker and others. Vernon Downs is another great 

place  - to eat in either the Gold Cup Room or the Miracle Mile Room and enjoy Standardbred racing over one of 
the world's fastest tracks. Vernon Downs also offers instant multi-games and slot machines.  

 
Come visit a gem of a destination - Herkimer County. The first stop is at the Herkimer Home - homestead of

Indian Museum. Want to add an overnight? How about staying at Kanatsiohareke, the Mohawk Indian Bed and 
Breakfast? You‟ll get the rest you need and have a hearty breakfast to start your day. While you are here make 

sure you visit the Professional Wrestling Hall of Fame and see legends of the past live on. Feel free to partake in a 
historic adventure at any of our museums! 

 

Discover the hidden treasures above & beneath the ground in Schoharie County. Start off with the famous Howe 
Caverns – a geological wonder. This 10 million-year-old cave with spectacular rock formations and boat ride on an 

underground lake is sure to please. The Iroquois Indian Museum offers a look at archaeology, art, history, 
contemporary exhibits, and a children‟s museum. An authentic and working 1816 gristmill, the Caverns Creek Grist 

Mill is on the National Historic Register. Visit the waterwheel, millpond, nature walks, and country store. Now it‟s 

time to stretch your legs and shop in Sharon Springs where you can sample delicious wine, cheese and snacks. 
Discover a childhood favorite at the Easter Egg Exhibit, which was inspired by Katherine Milhouse, author of “The 

Egg Tree.” The museum features 5,000 uniquely decorated eggs. Another Revolutionary war stop in the region is 
the Old Stone Fort Museum. Originally a 1772 church, the structure was fortified and attacked during the 

Revolutionary War. You won‟t want to miss the Train Car Museum, Palatine House, and Throop Drug Store while 

you are in the area. 
 

From the outfield to the opera, Otsego County is a great place to play. Begin your visit in the quaint village of 
Cooperstown by exploring the Fenimore Art Museum. The museum features an outstanding collection of American 

art and James Fenimore Cooper memorabilia. You can grab some lunch at Fenimore Café or The Farmers‟ Museum 
Herder‟s Cottage. The Farmers‟ Museum is a replica of an 1845 village and working historic farmstead. Check out 

the craft demonstrations and the “Cardiff Giant.” Now you can travel north to view beautiful Lake Otsego. Hyde Hall 

Historic Site (a neo-classic country mansion) and the Glimmerglass State Park overlook the lake. No visit to Otsego 
County would be complete without visiting the National Baseball Hall of Fame. This world renowned sports museum 

features exhibits, memorabilia and artifacts from “America‟s pastime” – baseball! From there be sure to meander 
through the shops and cafes in Downtown Cooperstown. Conveniently located three miles from Cooperstown is the 

Fly-Creek Cider Mill & Orchard. A 1856 water-powered cider mill and farm winery, they offer tours, samples and
